Types of Events

· Community Non-competitive Events - Residents, especially children and youth, families and seniors, participate in these events to improve their health and physical fitness, explore natural and cultural heritage features, experience the outdoors, socialize with friends and family, and/or contribute to community causes.  
· Community Competitive Events   - Residents looking for fun and friendly competition participate in these events to achieve a higher level of physical fitness, have adventures in the outdoors, receive recognition for achievement, and/or to contribute to community causes.  
· Signature Non -Competitive Themed Events - These events attract tourists and residents who are looking for eco-tourism and adventure experiences, are interested in the environment and environmental issues, and are seeking health and physical activities. 
· Signature Competitive Events These events attract amateur and professional athletes looking for recognition, physical challenges and extreme adventure experiences. In addition to attracting the competitors, these events will also attract observers of the event.  
Note:  Some community and signature events may involve competitive and non-competitive elements. 

The Ontario Trail User Code of Ethics 

· Expect and respect other users.

· Know and obey rules and laws.

· Stay on the trail.

· Do not disturb plants or animals.

· Do not litter.

· Respect private property and local residents.

· Be prepared, to ensure your safety and safety of others.

· Stay on the right, pass on the left.

· Slow when approaching other travelers, and yield to the faster traveler.

· Be courteous and communicate with other trail users.
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
